2. A comprehensive historical analysis of US policy on the civil war in Syria has made it possible not only to
reconstruct the sequence of decisions made by Washington, but also to systematise the strategic goals and means
that determined the American presence in the region. The study of a wide range of sources - from official
documents and diplomatic statements to analytical reports — made it possible to identify the historical logic of the
evolution of American approaches and showed that they had intra- and interregional interconnections. The results
deepen our understanding of the role of the United States in the historical dynamics of conflict resolution in the
Middle East and reveal the peculiarities of American policy formation in the context of protracted international
crises. The study refines the historical approach to analysing the relationship between local conflicts and US global
strategies, revealing historically formed mechanisms for foreign policy decision-making and demonstrating their
dependence on previous experiences of regional crises. Based on a comprehensive study of sources, it has been



established that local conflicts not only reflect regional dynamics, but also act as important factors in changing or
adapting Washington's strategic approaches. The results of the study contribute to a deeper understanding of the
historical logic of US policy formation and demonstrate how the experience of past crises determines the content
of American actions on the international arena in subsequent historical periods. The systematisation and
classification of historical factors that influenced the formation of American policy towards Syria made it possible
to comprehensively reveal the multidimensionality of the determinants that shaped the content and direction of
US foreign policy decisions at the beginning of the 2st century. The generalisation of geopolitical, energy, security
and humanitarian factors identified on the basis of source analysis made it possible to reconstruct the historical
conditions in which the American course on the Syrian issue was formed. The results obtained demonstrate the
complexity of the mechanisms for determining US foreign policy and emphasise the importance of an
interdisciplinary approach to the study of regional conflicts in the context of global historical dynamics. A
comprehensive study of little-known aspects of US policy towards Syria — diplomatic attempts at peaceful
settlement, international coordination formats, practices of interaction with opposition forces, and sanctions - has
significantly supplemented the historical picture of American strategy in the Middle East. A study of a wide range
of sources has shown that these elements of policy were not isolated, but constituted an interconnected system
that was shaped by internal and external factors. The reconstructed processes reveal the multidimensional nature
of the American approach and its role in the development of international mechanisms for responding to
protracted conflicts. A historical analysis of the Biden administration's Syrian policy (2021-2022) has made it
possible to outline its specifics in comparison with the approaches of previous US administrations and to identify
new trends in the evolution of American strategy towards regional conflicts. Based on official documents,
statements, analytical materials, and other sources, it was established that Biden's policy combined elements of
continuity and adjustment due to changes in international circumstances and security challenges. The results
obtained contribute to a deeper understanding of the historical development of US foreign policy in the 21st
century and demonstrate its impact on the transformation of the international security system. The comparative
historical study of American policy towards Syria and Ukraine carried out in the dissertation made it possible to
comprehensively trace the interconnection between the US experience in the Middle East conflict and the
transformation of its approaches to the Ukrainian issue. Analysis of a wide range of sources made it possible to
reconstruct the historical logic of foreign policy decisions and to reveal that the lessons of the Syrian crisis, in
particular the peculiarities of cooperation with international partners and historically formed models of response
to regional conflicts, influenced the development of the American strategy towards Ukraine. The results reveal the
continuity and new emphases in US policy, demonstrating its dependence on historical practices and previous

experience in the field of international relations.
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
