2. O. Zavalii. Reconstruction of the Trypillia Religious System and Its Structural Components (Based on Materials
from the Nebelivka Temple). Qualification Research Paper (Manuscript). A dissertation submitted for the degree of
Candidate of Philosophical Sciences in the specialty 09.00.11 - Religious Studies. Institute of Philosophy named
after H. S. Skovoroda of the National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine. Kyiv, Ukraine, 2025. The dissertation is



dedicated to studying the structural components of the Trypillia culture’s religious system, addressing issues
related to its reconstruction, interpretation, and revival within a modern context. The research is grounded in the
religious understanding and synthesis of results from archaeological research of the Nebelivka Temple - the
largest cultic structure of Eneolithic Europe, discovered in 2012 near Nebelivka village, Novoarkhangelsk district,
Kirovohrad region. The author conducts a thorough analysis of the historiography of the topic tracing the study of
Trypillia cult structures from the early discoveries to contemporary research. Modern methodologies, including
magnetic surveying of Trypillian settlements within their natural environments, are applied. The paper draws upon
a broad array of sources including archaeological materials from the Nebelivka Temple, and integrates data from
related disciplines such as archaeoastronomy, paleobotany, ethnography, folklore studies, etc. The theoretical and
methodological framework of the research incorporates structuralist and phenomenological approaches, as well as
methods of comparative historical analysis, semiotic and hermeneutic analysis of symbols and ancient texts. The
author engages with the key theories from prominent scholars in archaic religions and mythologies. The paper
demonstrates a distinctly interdisciplinary character. Special attention in the paper is given to the analysis of the
Nebelivka Temple complex as a unique sacred structure from the early agricultural period. The study considers in
detail the architectural and interior characteristics of the temple, its cardinal orientation, astronomical purposes,
and the design of essential sacred elements (altars, podium, "sun corridor," etc.). The author reconstructs
cosmological beliefs of the Trypillians as embodied in the spatial organisation of temple. Central to this worldview
is the concept of the Cosmic Center, as a kind of "navel of the earth," embodied in the image of a sacred plant
symbol. This sacred symbol served as the primary object of worship in the Nebelivka Temple, around which the
ritual space was organised. The work reconstructs ritual practices and ceremonial acts within the Trypillian
Temple space as they relate to agricultural worship and the belief in the cyclical rebirth of the universe. Special
focus is placed on spring equinox rituals, symbolising the "rebirth" of nature. The reconstructed pilgrimage
through the three sections of the temple complex is significant as an initiatory path, representing a return to the
origins of existence. The author considers the temple votive sacrifices as embodiments of space- time symbolism
linked to the annual calendar cycle and the phases of the Sun and Moon. Artifacts discovered during the temple’s
excavation (ritual dishes, miniature pots, grain graters, Nebelivka disk-calendar, etc.) are evaluated in the context
of their sacred function. Elements of the relic manifestations of the Trypillian religion within Ukrainian ethnic
culture are identified, alongside an examination of their revival within modern indigenous faith. Relics of Trypillian
religious beliefs have been identified in the Ukrainian ethnocultural tradition based on a broad range of folklore
and ethnographic material (carols, shchedrivkas, spring ritual songs, rites of the Christmas-New Year cycle,
legends about the "Tree of Life," "World Tree" or "Paradise Tree," cult of ancestors, etc.). The author demonstrates
deep connections between Trypillian spirituality and the subsequent pagan traditions of ancient Rus- Ukraine. It is
important to analyse the revival of elements of the Trypillian religion in the activities of the modern native faith
denomination "Religion of Trypillia." The author examines its doctrinal foundations, cultic practice, and symbolism
through the lens of interpreting the Trypillian heritage. The paper presents the Trypillian religious system as a
unique sacred phenomenon of the ancient world, with its identifiable presence in the territory of present-day
Ukraine. In the context of the dissertation research, the Nebelivka Temple is regarded as a model of a large-scale
cultic structure of Eneolithic Europe.
